In 1940, the building of suburban commuting terminal has
been attached to the Northern side of the historic build-

ing of the Kiyevsky Railway Station. Its massing and spatial
composition included semi-underground (basement) and
above-ground parts connecting the Railway station with the
Kiyevskaya Metro station on the Arbatsko-Pokrovsky Radius
and with the exits to the square in front of the Kiyevsky station.
The dominating part of the structure is the cubic ticket book-
ing hall comparable in measurements with the main building
of the Kiyevsky Railway station. The author of its design
D.N.Chechulin was inspired by a Venetian palazzo concept,
the facades have been decorated with Italian marbles.

By the commencement of restoration and repairs, 15% of

the facade has been lost. Some portions of walls and décor
were in critically deteriorated condition. As a result of resto-
ration, both the facades and interiors have recovered their
historical appearance. The experts managed to preserve most
of the original Italian marbles and to recreate plasterwork

and painted décor.

In 1937, the Kiyevskaya Metro station, the last on the Arbatsky
radius, has connected the centre of Moscow with the Kiyevsky
railway station. In 1958, it was incorporated into the Filyovskaya line,
with passages connecting it to two stations of the same name on
two other lines (the Arbatsko-Pokrovskaya and the Ring). The plat-
form hall of the station was designed in the Stalin classicism style.

In 1947-1980s, its original décor from expensive materials has
undergone substantial alterations. The columns’ onyx facing was
replaced with marble, porcelain capitals with faience ones; the
mosaic flooring of polychrome marbles was removed; splendid chan-
deliers with light globes of diamond-cut glass have been dismantled.

The 2014-2016 restoration has returned the station’s original
appearance designed by architect D.N.Chechulin to the maxi-
mum. Recreation of historical floor mosaics and lights is worth
a special mention.

The three-storey stone building, fence and gatehouse of the Crown
Prince Alexey Male Commercial College were built to the design

of architect A.U. Zelenko. The structure of neoclassical facades was
complemented by décor in Modern style. In 1912, behind the col-
lege building another neoclassical building of the Commercial
Institute has been built. In 1930s, six-storey dormitory buildings

of the G.V.Plekhanov People’'s Economy Institute have been
constructed nearby.

The 2012 restoration has preserved the 1930s edition of the build-
ing's massing, the 1903 version of the fence and gatehouse and

the 1902-1904 layout structure. The facades’ architectural decora-
tion and moulding décor have been recreated to the original design
of 1904. Entrances in the central risalit have been restored. The cen-
tral stained-glass window has been created based on the archive
materials. The lost stone gateway arch, metal gates and a wicket
door have been also recreated.

In the late 17/th —early 18th century, the Prince |. B. Troyekurov's
country mansion was situated on the territory of today's property
No. 1. From 1736 to 1838, the land plot with a mansion belonged to
the noble family of Vsevolozhsky. In 1875, Claude-Marie Giraud from
France has had the Russia’s largest silk-spinning mill built on this plot.
In 1901, Giraud has commissioned R.I.Klein to develop a design

of a gallery for his art collection. The one-storey stone building with

a tall glass skylight over the ‘winter garden’ has been constructed

in the eclectic style with some elements of the Modern style. After
1917, the building has been significantly modified and adapted for
manufacturing needs of the Red Rose factory.

In 2007, the Red Rose 1875 CJSC commenced implementation

of the project of industrial structures’ redevelopmentinto a business
zone. In the course of restoration, unique floral and landscape murals
have been uncovered and restored in the vaults of the gallery.

From 1716 to 1828, the homestead belonged to the Prin-
cess Gagarin. In 1786-1790, based on the 18th century
chambers, a palace in the classical style was built to
M.F.Kazakov's design — a threestorey main building with
two-storey wings, a suite of state rooms and the oval hall
in the centre. In 1802-1812, the palace was occupied by
the English Club. In 1820, O.1.Bove has restored a part
of the building that suffered from the 1812 fire and in
1825, upon the city authorities’ decision, has developed
a project for the homestead to be repurposed as a medi-
cal institution. In 1830—1835, convenience rotundas
have been attached to the building; the main stairs and
two service stairs have been arranged; the oval hall was
redesigned as a chapel. The facades assumed the late
Classicism features.

Up to 2009, the building was occupied by the KGB

Department No.24. In 2013-2015, dilapidated facades
and interiors have been restored.

Since the second half of the 17th century, the terri-
tory of today's plot No.6 was known to be occupied
by the stone chambers of the Savvino-Storozhevskoe
Metochion. Mentions of the Prince V.1. Gagarin's
stone chambers date back to 1726, these cham-
bers have later been incorporated into the building
No.2. In the 19th century, the building has been built
and rebuilt. In 1830s, it was housing the Nord Hotel,
which A.S.Pushkin used to stay in most of the time.
Later (until 1917), it was the luxurious Dresden Hotel.
In 1930s, the partly reconstructed building was incor-
porated into the new building at 6, Tverskaya streetin
the "Stalin classicism style’. From 1939 to 2004, the
underground and ground floors were occupied by

the famous restaurant Aragvi.

In 2016, works on preservation and adaptation for
present day use have been conducted. In the course
of restoration, certain elements of ancient Russian
residential architecture have been found and turned
into museum objects.

The property at No. 8 in the Degtyarny lane has been known
since 1780s. In 1889, the plot was bought by N.G. Zimin,

a tobacco manufacturer, who commissioned demolition of
the old structure and erection of the new homestead. A brick
two-storey (with semi-basement and mezzanine) building with
an entrance archway was constructed in the late Historicism
style. The design of the main marble stairs and the suite of
state rooms (the Winter Garden, the Baroque and the Oak-
wood halls) combines several of the turn-of-the-century styles.
Some of the interiors were supposedly designed by architect
A.D.Chichagovin 1913-1914.

The building's facades and layout structure, as well as its
lavish interior décor have been fully preserved. In 2015-2016,
restorers discovered and restored some valuable elements

of historical decor. Today, the building houses the Agency for
Management and Usage of Historical and Cultural Heritage.

In 1822, the Second Lieutenant's wife E.|.Vasilchikova has
acquired the homestead that was known since 1783. During
her time, a stone house was built on the property. In the late
1830s, the homestead was owned by Countess E.A. Zubova
and, since the early 1860s, by her brother Prince S.A.Obo-
lensky. In the years 18581863, in the significantly expanded
building was constructed a suite of magnificent state rooms.

In 1865, the house was bought by merchant A.V. Alexeyev who
altered the appearance of facades and interiors. From 1885

to 1895, the homestead belonged to N.F.and V.K.von Meck,
the widow and the son of a railroad tycoon. The house's proprie-
tors from 1895 to 1899 were the Falz-Fein couple, who had had
the house renovated. From 1899 to 1918, the house belonged
to L.1.Zimina of the famous merchants’ family. Since 1956, the
building has been housing the Central House of Chess Players.
Following the restoration in 2016, the state rooms have been
opened for public.

The homestead's history begins from a wooden one-storey house 10 pecTaBpaLum

on a stone basement with a mezzanine, typical for the post-1812
fire Moscow architectural environment. Its first owner was Cornet
A.V.Tolstoy, an 1812 Patriotic War hero. In the early 1880s, the
house that at the time belonged to M. S. Grachiov, merchant
S.D.Grachiov's son, was rebuilt and revamped by N.P.Krasnov.
Once laconic, the facade has been decorated with ornamental
friso, mouldings, korai, a monogram on the pediment. Some ele-
ments of the windows' décor are attributed to architect S. A. Yelagin.
The brick wall around the building has been constructed during

the same period.

By the time the restoration commenced, the building's condition
was far from satisfactory. Specialists have recreated the build-

ing's historical facades and the wall, as well as its original interior
layout.

The mansion’s construction history spans over two cen-
turies. First, in 1770-1790s, on top of the 18th century
stone chambers two additional floors have been built.
Later, in 1820-1840s, the suite of state rooms and the
main stairs have been constructed. In 1870-1880s,
A.S.Kaminsky has reconstructed the homestead for
S.M.Shibayev, a prominent merchant. The main facade
in the Russian-Revival style with polychrome decor has
been topped with an attic, and the building's corners —
with turrets. The interiors of the suite of state rooms and
of the main stairs have been decorated to that period’s
fashion. In 1893, a one-story pseudo-classical kitchen
building with a basement was attached to the man-
sion. Using the fragments of polychrome painting of
the moulded décor discovered during clearing works,
restorers have recreated lost interiors dating back to
1870-1880s based on the surviving original elements
from late 18th —early 19th century.

In 1806, on the 18th century stone chambers' base, the home-
stead owners — the Zamyatin family — have had a house built,
which, after the 1812 fire, has been reconstructed in the Empire
style. In 1871-1875, architect A.S.Kaminsky has been commis-
sioned by his brother-in-law S. M. Tretyakov, an entrepreneur and
art collector, to reconstruct the mansion. The building has been
expanded and connected by a passage with a new outbuild-
ing — an art gallery. The facades have been designed in the
Russian-Revival style, while the suite of state rooms — in the
Historicism style (Gothic, Chinese and other rooms). The main
entrance is decorated with a lace-like cast-iron marquee.

In 1894-1918 the homestead was owned by the banker
P.P.Ryabushinsky; during his time, some rooms have been
decorated in the Neo-classical style.

In 1995-1997, the experts had to restore the building

after the 1994 fire that badly damaged the heritage object.

The second stage of restoration in 2006—2008 was followed by
the third one in 2012-2014, when the homestead has regained
its appearance as when it was owned by S. M. Tretyakov.

FOPOACKNE YCALLBLI

The estate’s main house — a log structure on a stone podklet*, a garret
and a mezzanine, a suite of state rooms with a semi-rotunda — was built
in the mid-18th century and, in 1803-1806, was rebuilt on the orders of
its new owner in the Moscow classical style. In 18151822, the house
was acquired by I.M. Muravyov-Apostol, father of three Decembrists.
Since 1844, the building was housing the Alexandro-Mariinsky orphan-
age. After 1917, there were communal apartments, a school and a dorm
in the building. In 1986, the Museum of Decembrists was opened in

the building, however, in 1991, it was closed due to the ceiling collapse
on the main stairs.

The science-based restoration of the half-ruined structure commenced
onlyin 2001, upon initiative and with funding by K. Muravyov-Apostol,

a descendant of one of the Decembrists. In 2013, the building was given
a status of a house-museum.

Starting from the mid-18th century, the territory

of the present-day Neskuchny Garden started to

be built up by wealthy nobility’s homesteads. From
1793, one of them was owned by Count F.G.Orlov —
brother of the favorite of Catherine Il —and later by
his niece A.A.Orlova-Chesmenskaya. In 1832, the
homestead and its park have been taken under

the Palace Administration, and architect E. D. Tyurin
began its reconstruction. Two brickwork bridges over
aravine — the single-span Medium (Stone) walking
bridge and the triple-span Big walking and driving
bridge — have been builtin 1804 at the earliest.

The Small (Grotesque) single-span bridge, faced with
limestone, was builtin 1833 at the ravine mouth.
Over time, the Big Bridge's white-stone final cornice
and almost all the décor of the Medium Bridge span'’s
archivolt have been lost. The Small Bridge's exterior
wall and rusticated facade have collapsed, roundels

on the middle driving span have partially disappeared.

The restoration has returned the bridges their histori-
cal appearance.

In the late 18th century, the stone vaulted chambers
with a basement have been constructed on this land
plot. After the 1812 fire, they have been incorporated
into the massing of a new two-storey building. In 1855
and 1876, the building was expanded and recon-
structed. The present massing and spatial structure
of the building has been formed by 1885, while it was
owned by a merchant N.P.Baulin. Once laconic, the
facade has received a rich décor in form of an attic

with a cartouche and magnificent mouldings.

By the beginning of restoration in 2012, the building
presented a ruin without a roof, ceilings, windows

or doors. The entire left side of the facade was lost.
The restorers have given the building its historic
appearance and recreated the interior elements that
survived from the mid-to-late 19th century. The 18th
century chambers have been rediscovered while
repairing the basement. The heritage monument has
been restored under the City of Moscow program that
envisaged a token lease of 1 Rouble per 1sg. m.

The St. Nicholas Church with a belfry was the first church
to be constructed within the architectural complex of

the Rogozhskaya Old-Rite Russian Orthodox community.
[twas builtin 1776.In 1854, the church has been reconse-
crated as a common faith church (shared by the Old-Rite
and official Russian Orthodox believers); in 1863, it was
completely reconstructed in the Russian-Byzantine style
to the design of architect V.N.Karneyev. Facade was deco-
rated with rich polychrome décor reminiscent of the 17th
century tradition. During the Soviet period the church was
not closed.

In the process of the 2005-2014 restoration, the building's
foundation has been reinforced, the roof recreated, facades,
white-stone and moulding decor restored. Based on the
archive photographs the original shape of the southern
apse cupola, louvres and chimneys on the roof have been
recreated. Interiors’ layout and design have also been
restored. Using surviving analogues, missing framed doors
have been recreated, the baptistery has been arranged,
wooden stairs, altar stoves and frescos restored.

In 15141515, Aleviz Fryazin the New has constructed a stone
church in the ancient Monastery of John the Baptist ‘Under the
Woods'. Its podklet (ground floor) has become a base for the
church builtin 1658 (or 1675). In 1757, construction of a new
refectory and a separate belfry has been commenced, the church
has been reconstructed. The ensemble’s style is a mixture of the
Baroque and the early Classicism, while the church has partly pre-
served its 17th century décor. In 1896—-1904, with F.O. Shekhtel's
contribution, the iconostases have been created, they survived to
our days. In 1917, the church has been closed, the belfry has been
rendered suitable for residential needs. In 1991, the building that
was used as an exhibition hall has been restituted to the Russian
Orthodox Church. Atthe turn of the century, the belfry’s facades
have become badly deteriorated. In 2012-2014, a comprehen-
sive restoration of the church’s ensemble has been performed.

In the course of works on the belfry facade, a painted panelin

the most deteriorated condition has been discovered. The restor-
ers have recreated this rare example of monumental painting.

In 1908, the belfry has been badly damaged
by a flood, in 1941, the building has suffered from
abomb. In 1973-1992, it was occupied by the
SoyuzPodvodGazStroy Trust. In the early 1990s,
the church and the belfry have been restituted to
the Russian Orthodox Church.

In 2012-2014, the repairs and restoration works
have been performed in the church, its interiors’
monumental and ornamental paintings have been
recreated.

The first stone Christ Resurrection Church was built

in 1657.1n 1687, its southern apse and stone storage
basement (podklet) beneath the altars have been
incorporated into the massing of a new five-dome
church. Construction of the tent roofed six-tier belfry
has been completed in 1695, while construction of the
church itself continued until 1712. Its massing and spa-
tial composition combines traditional ship-like shape
with the ‘Naryshkin Baroque' architectural elements.
Architraves of windows, as well as portals, crests and
cornices are decorated with carved white-stone. From
1742 till the late 19th century, the church has under-
gone continuous reconstructions. When in 1934 the
church was closed, its building has been occupied by
various offices; in 1964, following a restoration, it has
been made over for the I.E. Grabar All-Union Art and
Research Restoration Centre. In 2006, the church has
been restituted to the Russian Orthodox Church.

In 2014—2016, an overall restoration of the church
and belfry facades has been performed.

The printing complex commissioned by the owner

of the A.A.Levenson Fast Print House Company
in 1900 is one of F.O. Shekhtel's most significant
creations. The production building of the complex
is an example of the rational architecture. Neo-
gothic forms are combined with the Modern style
décor in the facades composition. Interiors (main
entrance hall with marble stairs, the Universal
hall with the cash office, A.A.Levenson’s office,
recreation room) during the Soviet era were
practically lost; facades and the roof have also
significantly suffered.

Based on archival photographs and graphic
materials, elements of the roof's décor and
historical inscriptions on the facade have been
restored, interiors have been recreated, restored
and adapted for the present day use. As a result
of the overall restoration, the building’s historical
appearance according to F.O. Shekhtel's design
has been returned.

The three-storey stone structure on a basement in the ‘brickwork’
style is an example of the late 19th century industrial architecture.

It was intended as the main manufacturing facility of the vodka mag-
nate P.A.Smirnov. Later, the building housed a quartermaster depot.
During the Soviet era, the building has been refit for the administra-
tive and production purposes — first for the Vintorg and later for

the sparkling wine factory.

The ‘'warehouses' repairs, restoration and adaptation for the present
day use as an administrative and residential building commenced

in 2013. The restoration design project included restoration of archi-
tectural and artistic appearance of the facades with replication of
their lost details, as well as preservation of the original interior spatial
structure and restoration of the walls' décor.

In 1908, the Moscow Encircle Railway traffic was
launched and thereby connected the Moscow
suburbs. The design of buildings and structures
with elements of the Modern, ancient Russian and
Victorian gothic styles was developed by architect
A.N.Pomerantsev. All the structures were built of
red bricks with white stucco decorative elements.
The Ugreshskaya station named after the nearby
Nicolo-Ugreshsky Monastery was the second most
important of the 14 stations and of the two stopping
points on the Railway. The water tower — being a
part of the station's complex — was built to a stand-
ard design and looked as a gothic stylization with
some ‘fortification’ details. In 2010, the heritage
object has undergone destruction-preventive works.
During the restoration based on the surviving frag-
ments, the stucco décor that makes the structure’s
appearance so distinctive has been recreated.

In 1939, to the design by V.A.Andreyey, |.V. Taranov and N.A. Andreyeva
the hangar-pavilion “Mechanization and Electrification of Agriculture

in the USSR" has been erected on the All-Union Agricultural Exhibition
grounds. In 1951-1954, the same architects have restructured the
building by attaching a two-storey domed hall. In 1956, the pavilion has
been renamed “Engineering”. From 1967 to 1991, the “Engineering”
exposition was complemented by the “Space” exhibition.

Two eight-meter-tall male and female figures — sculptures “Tractor
Driver” and “Combine Operator” (by mistake often called as “Farm
Machinery Operator” and “Tractor Lady-Driver”) have topped the

main facade’s pylons within the period from 1951 to 1954. They were
made of reinforced concrete and faced with golden and multicoloured
smalts. By the time of restoration and repairs works in 2017, the sculp-
tures have significantly deteriorated. Restorers had to remove
impurities, later periods’ layers, crumbling and bio-contamination
from their surfaces; they have recreated lost shapes and smalts.

Monumental high relief (made of bronze-painted alabas-
ter) has been created to be installed in the Central (Main)
Pavilion of the All-Union Agricultural Exhibition. The high
relief features the triumphal procession of the Soviet
people. Over 1,500 human figures are displayed on the
90-m? panel. Ittook three years for the group of artists led
by the outstanding Soviet sculptor E.V.Vuchetich to com-
plete the work.

In the late 1960s, the panel has been closed and in 1990s,
when the pavilion has been turned into a market, the panel
has been concealed behind a plywood partition. Such
mode of conservation caused serious damage to the ala-
baster figures and to the high relief's base panel. In 2014,
an overall beautification of the VDNH's territory has
begun. The high relief has been discovered in the process
of repairs in the Central Pavilion, once the later periods’
structures had been removed from the building's interiors.

Restorer artists have performed a tremendous work
to recreate the original look of the high relief.

The surveyed area is 500 m2. This area’s development started no
later than the 15th century; plough furrows on the bedrock are evi-
dence thatinitially it was a farmland.

In 16th century, a sloboda (a settlement outside a city wall, where
dwellers specialized in particular crafts were exempt from certain
taxes) was founded in the area. Homesteads here were owned by
the well-off residents of the Kadashovskaya Sloboda who could
afford red-ware tiled stoves, meat products in their ration, crops
stored in garners; large number of found metal heelplates testifies
of good leather shoes in their possession. One of the homestead's
owners has stashed a hoard of copper coins. By the end of the 17th
century, separate plots of the Sloboda have formed one large estate
that belonged to a wealthy merchant. In a stove that was ruined

by the 1812 fire, archaeologists have found a stash made before
the fire: a porcelain set, bronze writing implements and candlesticks,
as well as elements of iron accessories fittings.

The cultural horizon depth on the surveyed site reaches 5 m, discov-
ered phases date from the 14th to the 20th century.

One of the most interesting objects is a 19th century cobblestone
pavement. Stratigraphic studies of the 17th—19th century horizons
and objects have discovered numerous copper coins, lead ware
seals, iron knives, baptismal cross pendants, green-glazed and
embossed polychrome tiles, fragments of red-ware (Turkish) and
white-ware (Dutch) smoking pipes. The 14th—16th century pottery
was found in the lower horizons. The ‘early” horizons are represented
by a fragment of a baptismal cross pendant, heelplates and lead
bullets. Discoveries of the 14th century bronze tweezers and a bap-
tismal cross attributed to the 16th century are very remarkable.

Based on the archaeological data, the earliest settlements on this
site may be attributed to the 14th—15th century.

horizon, was discovered another layer of sandy loam rich in humus
which formed after the Vodootvodny (Wastewater) canal had been
constructed (1783—-1786). On the bedrock level, several structures
have been traced, as well as postholes and household holes attrib-
uted to the Sloboda* period from the 17th to the early 18th century
and the post-Sloboda period from the 18th to the early 19th century.
Discoveries on these sites include scraps of bone-carving craft and
carved bone artifacts (buttons, pins, fragments of combs), hand-
minted coins, fragments of stove tiles (17th — 19th centuries), metal
shank buttons, parts of ceramic toys, cast copper baptismal crosses.

During the planigraphy of the sites, the boundaries of some home-
steads dating back to the 17th—18th century have been determined.

The first mention of the Church of Prophet Elijah in the
Novgorodskoye Metochion — after which the entire street
was named — dates back to 1519. A chronicle entry has
recorded the construction originator's name — a certain
Klim Muzhilo, a commoner.

The archaeological works were performed in the basement
of the building. The floor of the Tyopliye (warm) Market

Row builtin 1864-1869 was discovered under the today’s
floor. Further below, archeologists discovered the remains
of the church'’s brick wall (18th—early 19th century) and
white-stone foundation back filling of the church’s South-
ern Gallery’s Southern wall (1676-1682). The works have
yielded Russian hand-minted coins (16th—17th century),
fragments of six white-stone tombstones (first quarter of
the 17th century) and ceramic material (16th—18th century).
